MONTYõS ANIMAL REHABILITATION CENTRE 

AND SANCTUARY 



Montyôs Penguin Sanctuary was established by Tina McDonald 
along with the full support of her son and daughter in 1992.  
Initially, she specialised in the rearing of orphaned and  
abandoned African Penguin chicks found at the óBouldersô  
penguin colony near Cape Town, South Africa.  Montyôs was 
the first organisation to rear and release African Penguins from 
the egg. 
 
When the óApollo Seaô disaster occurred in 1994, Montyôs 
reared the first fifty three penguin chicks ever rescued in an oil 
disaster along with nine hundred óbluesô (juvenile penguins).   
 
In 2000, when the óHMV Treasureô sank, they raised and  
released 2 500 penguins in co-operation with Cape Nature 
Conservation.  Penguins were released onto Dassen Island 
with a success rate of 98%.   
 
They soon expanded to care for other species of animal (other 
than domestic) which included birds of prey and mammals sent 
to them for care and rehabilitation by local vets.   

 
 
Tina was awarded the óS.P.C.A. National 
Award of Meritô for her services to  
penguins in 1995.   
 
The future plans for Montyôs Penguin 
Sanctuary is to build better indoor facilities 
for their resident, unreleasable penguins 
and create an environmental education 
centre.
